We do this all the
time without even knowing it; our ears are always open
to the many sounds around us. However, to really listen,
one must focus on a specific sound. This, unlike
hearing, takes some effort on the part of the listener.
Listening and giving feedback to the speaker is what we
call “active listening,” and it is the best way to
communicate with others. An active listener often asks
guestions to clarify what the speaker says. Active
listening can also mean repeating what the speaker
says in one’s own words. This way, you avoid
misunderstandings. Also, repeating the information can
help you memorize it better.

M: So what are you doing your class presentation on?

W: I'm going to talk about the origins of written
communication. It's a subject that really fascinates me.

Only it was much simpler than the
Egyptian writing system. It began as a way to keep track
of labor, financial transactions, and stores of food.

The symbols came to represent different
sounds rather than just objects. This allowed people to
express an infinite array of ideas through the written
word.
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W: It is common for teachers and college professors to look
down on new technologies like texting and tweeting.
They think that these methods of communication
encourage poor grammar and ruin students’ ability to
write well. However, there are a growing number of
educators who believe that such technology can be
used to benefit children in the classroom. For example,
teachers could send out text messages to remind
students of upcoming projects or tests. Also, if the
teacher is out for the day, he or she can use tweets to
keep in touch with students even while away. Students
can use the technology to ask for real-time help on
challenging homework assignments, or discuss group
projects with one another. Supporters of texting and
tweeting believe that it is always good to find new ways
of connecting with students. To them, simply
overlooking these popular new technologies is a big

mistake.

Ivan Pavlov was a Russian scientist best known for his
experiments with dogs. Pavlov discovered that the dogs
would salivate, not only when food was presented to them,
but also when the lab technicians who fed them were near.
Pavlov concluded that the dogs had learned to anticipate
being fed by cues in their environment. Pavlov decided to
explore the matter further. He used different cues to try to
get the same response from the dogs. Using a variety of
methods, he was able to make the dogs salivate on cue
with a high degree of success. Pavlov called this behavior
“classical conditioning.”

has gone through several different periods of
development to become the planet we know today.
During the Jurassic Period, dinosaurs became the
dominant form of life. But it is also true that some of the
earliest mammals and birds came into existence during
this time. Geologically, scientists have found that the
oldest known parts of the ocean floor developed at this
time. The Cretaceous Period followed, from about 145
million years ago to 65 million years ago. It was during
this time that important oil and gas deposits developed
in the Earth. During this same time, dinosaurs became
extinct. The Tertiary Period saw the creation of the
world’s largest mountain ranges, as well as the
establishment of mammals as the dominant life forms.
That leads us to the present, where we are today, the
Quaternary Period.
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W: In the news today, new fossils have been discovered in
Indonesia that could give scientists new clues about
human evolution. Archaeologists at work on the project
claim that the skeleton belongs to one of man’s early
ancestors. However, other scientists have expressed
grave doubts about this assertion. They claim that early
carbon dating of the fossils actually shows that the
organism walked the Earth long after humans were fully
evolved. More testing is needed before the dispute can
be resolved, but some experts are already saying that
this finding could actually hurt the cause of evolutionists,
rather than help it.

missing link between apes and humans. They called it

the Piltdown Man, after the place they found it.

M: And how did that situation work out?

W: Well, it took more than 40 years, but they finally realized
it was a hoax. The remains were those of a modern
human and an orangutan, buried together to mislead
scientists.
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Sigmund Freud was an Austrian psychologist best known
for his theories about the interpretation of dreams. Freud
listened to many people talk about their hopes, fears, life
stories, and dreams, and came to some interesting
conclusions about how the mind works when it dreams. He
theorized that dreams are a way in which human beings
can fulfill wishes or resolve conflicts that are stored in the
unconscious mind. He believed that when we sleep, the
mind is more open, and ideas from our unconscious come
to the fore more easily.

W: OK. So how do the unconscious thoughts get out if they
are censored?

M: Well, basically, they disguise themselves as a variety of
different images. This is why images in dreams are so
bizarre. They are the result of your unconscious mind

trying to avoid the censor.
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Since the beginning of man, people have wondered how
the universe came into being. To date, the only theory that
astronomers and physicists have been able to put forth is
the Big Bang theory. The Big Bang theory states that the
universe originated when a super-dense and hot mass of
materials exploded in space. The universe rapidly
expanded due to the intense force of the bang. Matter was
released into space, which led to the formation of elements,
gases, rocks, and eventually planets. Current mathematical
formulas indicate that this all occurred at a finite point in
history—about 13.9 billion years ago.
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M: So, we talked yesterday about the Big Bang theory, and
how it attempts to explain the way the universe formed
so many billions of years ago. It is a good theory, but is
it sound? As a matter of fact, there are several problems
that have come up while investigating this theory. One
of these problems presented itself in the 1990s, when
scientists were studying dense clusters of stars known
as globular clusters. Mathematical formulas intended to
find the age of the clusters revealed something
unexpected. The globular clusters appeared to be about
15 billion years old. Obviously, this was a problem, since
the Big Bang theory states that the Earth is less than 14
billion years old.

In the early 20" century, psychologist John Dewey was a
major supporter of what he called progressive education.
He believed that the current school system was too strict
and too concerned with simply teaching information to
children. This, he said, ignored each student’s individual
interests. He proposed a theoretical educational system by
which children could learn better in a different way. He
believed they should learn through experience, by
investigating their own personal areas of curiosity with the
help of teachers.
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M: | know that the traditional education system has its
flaws, but it must be better than the system proposed by
John Dewey.

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The theory of plate tectonics states that the Earth’s crust is
made up of giant plates that move very slowly over time.
These plates move so slowly that they usually only travel
about 50-100 millimeters in a whole year. On Earth, there
are currently eight major plates and many minor plates.
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This theory arises from an earlier idea known as continental
drift, which attempted to explain how the Earth’s continents
moved to where they are located today. The friction
between the moving plates is said to cause a variety of
geological phenomena, including volcanoes and

earthquakes.
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M: Professor Maxwell, do you have a minute? | want to
discuss today’s lecture.

W: Sure. How can | help?

M: Well, | was wondering if it accounts for the formation of
mountains.

W: Very good observation. It does in fact explain how
mountains are formed.

M: Can you explain that?

W: Well, when these plates collide, they sometimes push
massive amounts of rock upward.

: What is an example of this happening?

W: Take the Himalayas, for instance. They were formed
when the subcontinent of India collided with the larger
continent of Asia.

M: But it's ongoing, right? | mean, the friction is still there.
That would mean that the mountains are still growing.

W: You're right; they are. There is still a great deal of
friction between the plates that causes more and more
rock to rise to the surface, though very slowly.

M: How slowly?

W: Let me put it this way. We'll likely never see much of a

difference in our lifetimes. These things happen over

millions of years.
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Gravity is a phenomenon in nature by which objects with
mass affect one another. The idea was first proposed by Sir
Isaac Newton when he witnessed an apple falling from a
tree. Newton went on to develop his universal law of
gravitation to explain the phenomenon. The law states that
all objects with mass attract all other objects with mass.
However, the strength of the attraction varies according to
the distance between two objects and the mass of each
object. This law was used for centuries to explain (with
some accuracy) the orbits of the planets around the sun
and other astronomical events, though it was later proven

to be inaccurate.
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W: Today we’re going to talk about a phenomenon with
which you should all be familiar: gravity. It literally
influences everything we do on this planet, as well as
how our planet moves in relation to other celestial
bodies. Now, Newton was the first to create a set of
laws to explain how gravity works, but he certainly
wasn't the last. Although his ideas are still helpful in
understanding gravity, new ideas have replaced them.
In the 20" century, Einstein’s Theory of Relativity
replaced Newton’s laws as the authority on the causes
and characteristics of gravity. So what was different
about Einstein’s theory? Well, Einstein theorized that
gravity is caused when an object’s mass causes a
curvature of spacetime, and other objects become
caught in the curvature. Therefore, things like planets
are not held in orbit by any particular force, but by their
interaction with the spacetime curvature caused by
things of great mass, like the sun.
